- What does it say about their faith?

- What has been something you've been struggling with

recently? Any worries, addictions, or attitudes that you

are willing to share with each other? Pray for one

another regarding these things.

- Explain what vv61-62 means?

- What does it mean when Jesus affirms from the previous

passage that 'no one can come to me unless the Father has

enabled them'? Does this we have been 'enabled'?

- Why do you think Jesus asked the Twelve if they wanted

to leave too if He already knew the answer (being

omniscient)?

- Explain v70. Was Judas already a 'devil'? How does this

fit with John 13:27? Why did Jesus choose him?

- What claims does Jesus make of Himself?

- What elements of Jesus's teachings did they not

understand?

- In v37, Jesus acknowledges that the Jews are

'descendants' of Abraham, yet challenges it in v39. Is there

a difference between being a 'descendant' and a 'child'? Is

there a passage you know that can shed light on this?

- What does Jesus mean 'then you would do what

Abraham did.' What should the Jews have done?

- What does it mean to 'belong to God'? Why do the Jews

not belong to God?

Icebreaker: Do slaves still exist in the world? What do you know

about the situations of slavery in different countries?
